First: The obligations of the first party:

The first party is bound by the rules, regulations, circulars, and instructions
issued by the Ministry of Education.

Second: Obligations of the Second Party:

1. The second party shall abide by the rules and the regulations of the Ministry of
Education, the instructions received from the Ministry of Education, the
instructions and policies of schools, and to abide by all the rules of the code of
conduct, attendance and discipline for the student / him, the uniform, the legal
veil and the regulation of public etiquette, and the school has the full right to take
the necessary measures against violators.
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2. When registering the student, the second party is obligated to submit the
student’s complete file, and hand over all the identification papers required for
the student’s enrollment and which are established by the Ministry of Education
within a maximum period of one week from the registration process. The
second party is responsible for not completing this and in this case the
withdrawal policy is applied to him.

3. He/ She is obligated to follow up on the student's attendance and leave dates,
notify the school in case of absence, and attach an official report or a letter from
the guardian upon return to school.

4. He/ She is committed to cooperating with the school in advancing the
student’s level scientifically, educationally and behaviorally, and for the
guardian’s attendance at the school when invited to follow up or meetings and
follow up on the developmental programs for the students.

5. The second party is obligated to review the school administration only for
any inquiry, follow-up or review of the student.

6. The second party is obligated to compensate the school for any loss it causes
to the school's property or that was in its custody.

7. The second party undertakes to abide by the school's instructions for health
and safety, and is obligated to notify the school of any health offer to the
student, Allah forbidden.

8. The second party is obligated to update its data in the event of a change
(residence address - workplace - mobile phone - providing the school with a copy of
the ID upon renewal ...) and bears responsibility for the consequences of inaccurate
or updating the data.

9. Opening the camera for remote learning, lessons and tests, is mandatory for
the student to attend to prove her identity.

Third: Contract Duration:

1. Without prejudice to the articles of withdrawal contained in this contract, the term
of the contract shall be considered for the period of the student’s stay in the level
where each transitional stage of study has a new contract independently, and the
failure of the guardian to review the school is considered approval of the contract
of the stage to which the student moved until the second party (the guardian)
informs the school officially in writing that he/she does not want his/her son or
daughter to complete his/her studies with the first party at least one month before
the beginning of the school year.
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2. Under this contract, the second party undertakes to pay the full annual fees that
have been approved by the Ministry of Education and which will be announced
on the school's official website. Failure to meet this condition will invalidate the
student's right to enroll or stay in school.

3. The first party has the right to terminate the contract if the second party breaches
the terms of the contract, or the student does not comply with the school
regulations.

Fourth: Tuition fees and transportation

1. Tuition fees are determined as approved by the Ministry of Education

2. The second party is obligated to pay the fees due from its children in one
payment, or the schools are entitled to pay them in two installments, the first
50% immediately upon acceptance of the student, and the second payment
before the beginning of the second semester.

3. The second party pays the fees according to the payment methods approved by
the first party.

4. The first party has the right to terminate the contract due to the delay of the
second party in paying the fees.

5. The school has the right to provide transportation services through them or
through another transportation service provider, and transportation fees are
determined according to the region and available itineraries as announced by the
first party.

6. The first party has the right to stop the transportation services in the case of the
second party fails to pay the due fees, or change housing away from the
available itineraries, and the withdrawal provisions contained in this contract
shall apply to it.

. The second party makes an advance payment for the next year to reserve a seat
for his son/daughter.
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8. The second party shall issue bonds to an order in the event that it fails to pay the
due fees.

9. The discount granted in case of late payment will be canceled at the end of the
first semester for the first installment, and the end of the second semester for the
second installment

10. Placement and admission test fees are non-refundable.

Fifth: Student Withdrawal:

Withdrawal of a student during the year means the withdrawal of the student on any
day during the academic year; and the second party is not entitled to claim the
amounts paid for the tuition fees, and in case of force majeure, the financial
management is reviewed.

Sixth:

1. The first party has the right to send letters with the student or through e-mail,
mobile messages (communication data approved in the contract or letters of
data modification from the guardian) or the school’s website, and this is
considered as a communication with the second party.

2. The second party reviewed the registration guide for the current academic
year with the Noor system. The registration guide is an integral part of the
registration contract.

Seventh:

Value Added Tax (VAT): This contract is subject to value added tax in
accordance with the laws and regulations in force in the Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia, and any amendment thereto from time to time.

Eighth:

This contract is subject to the regulations of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia,
and in the event of any dispute, it will be resolved amicably.
